This second phase is part of the Thai
government’s plan to boost overall annual car production to 3 million units
while strengthening ASEAN's position as a major hub for automotive manufac-
turing. Supporting industries will also benefit from the eco-program,
especially auto-part outsourcing in Thailand. Automakers are
expected to use many locally produced components in the manu-
facture of vehides.
